If you then, 

who are evil, know how to give good gifts to your children, how much 

more will the heavenly Father give the Holy Spirit to those who ask him!ó  

What does this mean for us today, on the feast of Pentecost; on the day when the Holy Spirit was sent to us for all 

ages? It means that the Holy Spirit is here among us, and that we are called to acquire Him in our lives. But how do 

we do this? How can we acquire the Holy Spirit in our lives?  

We must start simply. First and above all, we must ask. Ask and He will be given! We have to desire God's presence 

in our lives; he have to seek. Seek and we will find! This is the way to receive the Grace of the Holy Spirit.  

One thing we can easily, and should do, is say the O Heavenly King prayer everyday. Each and every day, ask the
